2. Installing Rigging
Eyebolts into an
AMT Loudspeaker

Install two Rigging Eyebolts into the two EYEBOLTS OPENINGS
Eyebolt openings located on the top of
the AMT speaker and tighten securely.

IMPORTANT: Use shims as needed to
achieve proper alignment of the rigging
eyebolts. See below.
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EYEBOLT =" USE 1 OR 2 SHIMS TO POSITION EYEBOLTS

SHIMS WITHIN +/- 22.5° OF SPEAKER CENTERLINE

NOTE: Be sure that all hardware has been tightened securely. DO NOT over-tighten.

3. Hanging the Speaker

The configuration of the rigging cables or chains can be done in various ways depending on the
situation. This manual does not cover the rigging configurations, however the informatior
on the BACK PAGE is extremely important and must be adhered to when flying the speakers

1) Use redundant suspension systems
Always use a minimum of 2 suspension cables
or chains and make sure one is secured to each
eyebolt on the top of the speaker (A and B). Using
two cables, minimum, and securing one to each
eyebolt provides backup suspension should one
cable connection fail. Use redundant cable clamps
on each cable and strip back any cable cladding

in the area of the clamp.
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2) Ensure capacity of suspension cables, v ,‘/"'
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Make sure the cables, chains and any associated SUSPENDED AMT SPEAKER
hardware have a working load rating for AT LEAST DIAGRAM FOR ILLUSTRATIVE PURPOSES ONLY
10 TIMES the speaker weight. Make sure the

have a working load rating for AT LEAST 10

3) Ensure proper cable pull direction
The proper cable pull direction is IN-LINE with the loop of the eyebolt. 90°aw—+H—
The load capacity of the eyebolt decreases rapidly as the pull direction PULL
moves closer to being 90-degrees to the loop. This is why it is very
important to align the eyebolts as shown in Section 2.
NOTE: If you are using 2 cables on one eyebolt to form a “V”, a 90-degree pull direction
is OK since the 2 cables cancel out the 90-degree forces on the eyebolt. You must still
connect a backup cable (for a total of 3) to the other eyebolt on the speaker.

4) Double check that all hardware is properly tightened.
Follow manufacturer’s recommendations for tightening (over-tightening can be dangerous).
